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Chair’s Introduction

Te Mángai Páho celebrates another year of moving

steadily forward, sure-footed in its determination to arrive at

that place where te reo Máori is an ordinary part of everyday

life for New Zealanders.

Broadcasting allows the expression of the living, breathing

Máori language to reach out to viewers and listeners through

story, song and discussion. Te Mángai Páho has carved out a

distinctive place in New Zealand’s national life by allocating its

funds for television, radio and music to make this happen.

The past year has seen a perceptible shift in attitudes

towards Máori language and culture. Research conducted by

Te Puni Kókiri (the Ministry of Máori Development) indicates

most New Zealanders want to hear Máori spoken in public and

most support government funded Máori language

broadcasting.

For a minority language to flourish, it must have the

acceptance of the wider community. It must feel confident

about putting down strong roots in homes, meeting places

and venues for ceremonious or religious events.

Negative attitudes by non-Máori are no longer a significant

barrier to the well-being of the language. We recognise this is

one step towards revitalisation but even though we are further

along on the journey, the path is no less steep.

Te Mángai Páho has however provided a springboard for

some significant shifts during the year.

We were proud to be associated with Máori Television in

April for the inspirational coverage of Anzac Day. The all-day

broadcast was a daring idea that captured the national mood

and attracted new audiences to the network. Enthusiastic

feedback indicated it gave viewers not just what they wanted,

but what they did not know they wanted - a sense of being

connected to each other.

We have been steadily working through the $3.4 million

upgrade of iwi radio stations and have rolled out one year of

the two year project. With improved studio equipment the

stations can more reliably serve their listeners with a wide

variety of programming for all ages and language ability. The

technology helps iwi radio do what it does best - bring people

together to build community.

We have maintained a good level of success in funding

music CDs that have been released to critical acclaim.

Whirimako Black’s Soul Sessions features her versions of 11

popular jazz and blues standards. It is the first time songs like

Stormy Weather, Black Coffee and Summertime have been

translated into Máori. Music like this is persuasive in

introducing te reo Máori to new audiences.

These are just a few of the year’s achievements from our

programme and music makers. Te Mángai Páho’s strategic

goal to meet the needs of fluent speakers, second language

learners and receptive audiences has resulted in the

production of a very wide range of creative content.

It is pleasing to see over the past few years, that there has

been a perceptible change in the amount and acceptance of te

reo Máori words and phrases being heard daily on television
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and radio across many broadcasting outlets. We also see this

change reflected gradually in everyday speech by New

Zealanders in many walks of life.

While this report is an account of the year gone by, Te

Mángai Páho is also looking to the future.

We are preparing ourselves for the challenges of the new

digital broadcasting environment that will face ourselves as

funders and will face the production industry involved in the

production and broadcast of Máori language programmes.

The recent announcements on the government’s digital

Freeview service means that the arrival of free to air digital

television will soon be upon us. We need to be ready to

embrace the challenges this will bring.

Te Mángai Páho wants to maintain and build the

momentum for Máori content. We need to be ready to take

advantage of the opportunities to provide programming for

viewers whenever and wherever they are available. We need

to ensure we are funding content that is still relevant and

enriching in the on-demand, digital era.

This is an opportunity too, to build on the investments we

have made in industry skills and to further encourage

innovation and quality in production.

We have seen the astonishing growth in new Máori

programme makers. The advent of the Máori Television

Service has allowed them to use their skills on a regular

basis. The new digital services offer even more scope for

taking risks and building expertise.

There are many talented people in the Máori

broadcasting sector both in front of the camera or

microphone, and behind the scenes in technical, managerial

or support roles.

We have selected some of these people to highlight in

this year’s Report. They are all exceptional people but are

representative of the depth of talent in the Máori production,

broadcasting and music industries.

What connects them with each other is that they are

articulate and well qualified in their mainstream careers and

have the added advantage of being able to successfully

operate in two languages and two cultures.

Te Mángai Páho has a similar, distinct leadership role in

New Zealand’s broadcasting landscape. In partnership with

our stakeholders, we are committed and determined, through

broadcasting, to not only drive an acceptance of change by

society as a whole, but to inspire individuals to actively make

this vision a reality.

I wish to thank my colleagues on the Board, the staff of

Te Mángai Páho, all our stakeholders in government and the

industry for their continuing support and valuable input to

Máori broadcasting.

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Chief Executive’s Report

Téná koutou katoa

I am pleased to present this report for 2006. This year has been a

year of steady progress for Te Mángai Páho and some notable

highlights for the sector as a whole.

Overview

In the beginning of the year, we set ourselves a number of

priorities for 2005/06.

Purchase and Funding Framework
One of our key priorities was to develop a programme funding

approach, centred around Máori language learners for both Máori

television and radio.

We need to be confident that our funding interventions are

moving us in the right direction and assisting us to meet our

objectives.

To this end, Te Mángai Páho developed a Purchase and

Funding Framework for implementation in 2006/07. The

Framework is set out in our 2006 - 2009 Statement of Intent. It

demonstrates our focus in terms of the various programming and

funding interventions we intend to pursue to ensure that our role

in the revitalisation of te reo Máori continues to support our long-

term vision of Máori language everywhere, everyday, in every way

- Ahakoa kei whea ahakoa áwhea, ahakoa péwhea, Kórero Máori!

The challenge for Te Mángai Páho going forward is to target

our funding resources in a way which meets the viewing

expectations of individuals across the whole continuum of Máori

language interest and participation, and to do so in a way which

will best achieve the longer-term Máori language outcomes we

seek and are tasked with achieving.

This includes providing an environment for Fluent speakers

that helps the language endure in their everyday lives across all

of the domains in which they are active. We want to provide

Second Language Learners with the programming which supports

them in their efforts to extend their Máori language abilities, and

we want our Receptive Audiences to have access to a mix of

opportunities to reinforce their interest and encourage and

challenge them to pursue their own Máori language goals.

Accordingly our purchase decisions need to be guided with

the needs of these various groups in mind.

The Framework specifies the categories of Máori language

and cultural content sought by Te Mángai Páho from producers of

Máori music, radio and television programming. Within these

parameters Máori programme producers will be invited to

develop proposals that respond to those requirements, and that

will gain a positive commitment from radio and television

broadcasters.

Contract Management

We have continued to review our contract management systems

to enhance our risk management procedures and have

maintained a regime of follow-up reviews of funded projects.

Research and Evaluation

We continue to investigate opportunities to facilitate the

development of research and evaluation mechanisms for

measuring Máori language outcomes achieved through

broadcasting and aligned interventions and this will remain a

focus in 2006/07.

During the year we collaborated with Te Puni Kókiri in the

development of their research projects on Máori language and

we commissioned our own research into the preferences of Máori

broadcasting audiences.

Television - Specific

During the year we have:

• worked with Máori Television to review funding

arrangements for commissioned programmes in response to

issues of sustainability for the sector;

• continued with an ongoing project on the review of our

standard funding contract templates;

• maintained a liaison process with the industry through links

with our clients, with Máori Television, our Television

Advisory Group and Ngá Aho Whakaari. We also provide a

fortnightly e-pánui on current issues and Te Mángai Páho

processes and procedures.

• worked with Máori television industry representatives on the

development of proposals for industry capability and training

needs research.

Radio - Specific

During the year we have:

• reviewed the use of Máori radio contestable funding in order

to better inform our planning procedures for 2007/08 and

overseen the rollout of a project to address medium to long

term infrastructure needs of the iwi radio network.

• continued to work on a project to review and simplify our

funding contracts for radio and music. This was ongoing at

year end and is linked to a similar review in Te Mángai Páho’s

other funding activity which will continue in 2006/07.

• overseen arrangements for the provision of switching

services to the network via punga.net.

Comment on our key purchase areas is set out opposite.

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1 Máori Television Broadcasting

Altogether this year, Te Mángai Páho contracted for the

production of a total of 1,295 hours of television. The output for

this year reflects an increased focus on comparatively higher

value programming overall, although budgets remain modest by

wider industry standards.

This volume of production came from Máori Television, TVNZ

and independent production houses.

Programmes that have been to air in 2005/06 include

established and new programming that showcase the creativity

and innovation that is abundant in the Máori television

production sector.

Máori Television’s presence and branding, together with its

reputation for innovative programming, have been building

through the year. Máori Television’s brand “Má rátou, Má mátou,

Má koutou, Má tátou” is becoming firmly established as

indicating a station about Máori and Máori perspectives

presented for all New Zealanders. Its growing status as a public

value broadcaster is a source of pride for those who have

watched the channel’s progress since its launch.

We have also ensured a presence of Máori programming

across other television channels with programmes on TVNZ and

TV3. Iconic programmes such as TVNZ’s Waka Huia, Te Karere

and Marae as well as rangitahi programmes such as Púkana and

Tu Te Puehu on TV3 continue to exemplify high Máori language

standards and retain a loyal following.

Contestable programme funding generated 498.75 hours

from the independent production sector and the competition for

our limited funding is fierce. We continue to be impressed by the

growing level of professionalism demonstrated by the sector.

2 Máori Radio Broadcasting

The focus of activity for 2005/06 (over and above our standard

work programme), has been the roll out of the iwi radio

equipment upgrade project. A large amount of work has gone

into the planning and acquisition phases of the project plus

preparations for the installation and testing phases to be rolled

out in 2006/07.

The completion of the project will see all the iwi stations with

equipment that meets an established technical standard. We

acknowledge the significant contribution of our project partners,

Starnet 2000 Ltd and Streamcom Ltd to this project, as well as

the co-operation and assistance of the 21 iwi stations.

Over the year, the iwi stations included between six and eight

hours per day of Máori language in their daily broadcast

schedules. This amounts to over 55,000 hours of Máori language

programming for the year in the peak listening times between 6

am and midnight, an increase of 12.5% over last year.

We also secured Máori language programming to be made

available to the iwi stations via the punga.net network by a

contestable funding process.

3 Máori Language Music

Music funded by Te Mángai Páho in 2005/06 continued with a

track record of success. Whirimako Black with her new album

Soul Sessions produced by Mai Music Ltd has been well received

and marks a new direction for the artist and music funded by Te

Mángai Páho.

E Hine, a CD single by Richard Bennett (also produced by Mai

Music Ltd) was the winner of the in the APRA Maioha Award at

the Silver Scroll Awards for 2006.

At the 2006 New Zealand Music Awards, Tereotakiwa Dunn

(previously funded by Te Mángai Páho) won best Máori Album for

his self titled album.

A finalist in the same award was Roger Cunningham for his

album Toto produced by the Rodgerson Media Group Ltd and

funded by Te Mángai Páho in 2004.

Internationally, the reception given to artists previously

funded by Te Mángai Páho continues to demonstrate the level of

interest by overseas audiences in Máori music. Moana Maniapoto

and the Tribe and the group Wai 100 featuring Mina Ripia and

Maaka McGregor, continue to take Máori music to international

audiences to wide acclaim.

4 Administration of Máori Broadcasting

Early in 2005/06, Parekawhia McLean and Herewini Te Koha were

appointed to the Te Mángai Páho Board by the Minister of Máori

Affairs.

Peak work loads were addressed by the use of contract and

temporary staff as required.

We continued to enhance our presence on the industry “shop

floor” by proactively engaging with production companies as

necessary and providing feedback on production and language

quality issues as identified by our milestone reporting

requirements and language quality assessment processes.

Work on the development of a proposal for IT contract

management tools has been completed. The commencement of

an RFP process has been held pending work in 2006/07 on the

development of a comprehensive IT strategy for the organisation

as outlined in our work programme for 2006/07.

During the year, Te Mángai Páho applied for and received

Approved Training Organisation status from the New Zealand

Institute of Chartered Accountants.

We also instituted a comprehensive legislative compliance

system to assist with our risk management procedures.

To assist with inter sector co-ordination, Te Mángai Páho has

participated in screen sector and Máori language sector

interagency forums, as well as direct liaison with agencies with

which we share a common interest, including Te Taura Whiri i te

Reo Máori, Máori Television and New Zealand on Air and Te Puni

Kókiri.

Dreams do come true
Dreamfish Productions Ltd is a Tauranga-based company that proves television
from the regions works. Over five years since its inception, Dreamfish has
produced 90 episodes of its children’s series Patupaiarehe, employing over
100 locals - people whose previous experience and knowledge of television
was from the comfort of their living rooms.

Owner and former TVNZ reporter, Debra Reweti, originally set up the company
in Whakatane, a town in an area that was “bursting at the seams with Máori
talent”. However, the idea of Máori television production in the region was a
totally foreign notion to most of the community - Máori and Pakeha alike.
Undaunted, Debra’s search for local talent uncovered Máori writers, actors,
artists and plain hard workers who wanted to give television a go. These people
have grown to love the business as much as the kaupapa. They have also
become very proficient at what they do and work well alongside experienced
staff hired in key areas of production management, lighting and camera and
voice acting.

In mid 2005, production of a third 20-part series of Patupaiarehe began. For
Debra, Patupaiarehe evolved on screen which was a very rewarding process. Recently Debra met with Richard Taylor
from Weta Workshop and commissioned him to improve the puppets and masks. As a result, bluescreen was
introduced to the set, kóhanga reo inserts were simplified, lighting and set were improved and kupu hou were
introduced to scripts.

Debra says: “When Richard Taylor saw our programme, he said it was beautiful and our puppets were original. I saw
this as a tribute to the hard work of our people in the heartland.”

A commitment to excellence in te reo Máori has seen multi-media production
company Turangi-based Te Awekura Productions Ltd emerge as a winner at
the 2006 Air New Zealand Television Awards.

In 1998, when Darylene Rogers knocked on the door of
Ruatoria’s Radio Ngáti Porou in search of a job, little did
she realise that seven years on she would be working in
a highly technical area of the radio industry as the
station’s webmaster.

Radio Ngáti Porou has moved into the initial stages of a
new digital broadcasting environment. This enables the
station to reach its audience on the East Coast and those
further afield, in New Zealand and overseas who want
news from home. This technology enhances the station’s
kaupapa to bring people together to build community and
whánaungatanga.

Radio Ngáti Porou is committed to developing multi-
skilled staff. This has led to staff undertaking study and
training in the new multi-media and digital technologies. In 2004, Darlyene was awarded an ‘Exceptional Student’
scholarship from the Minister of Máori Affairs and the Máori Education Trust.

In spite of many hours of study, Darylene says the most important gift of learning she has received on the journey
through broadcasting came from a local kaumatua. “Kaua e kórero mo te kórero noa iho, whakakiia óu kórero i te kai kia
reka te rongo - don’t talk for the sake of talking alone, fill your kórero with information so that it is sweet to listen to.”

In our opinion the financial statements of Te Mángai Páho on pages

• comply with generally accepted accounting practice in New
Zealand; and

• fairly reflect:

– Te Mángai Páho financial position as at 30 June 2006;

– the results of its operations and cash flows for the year
ended on that date; and

– its service performance achievements measured against
the performance targets adopted for the year ended on that
date.

The audit was completed on 27/10/06, and is the date at which our
opinion is expressed.

Reporting Entity

These are the financial statements of Te Mángai Páho, a

Crown Entity established under the Broadcasting Act 1989.

These financial statements have been prepared in

accordance with Section 41 of the Public Finance Act 1989.

The function of Te Mángai Páho is to promote the Máori

language and Máori culture by making funds available for

broadcasting and the production of programmes to be

broadcast.

In the exercise of this function Te Mángai Páho will

consult from time to time with representatives of Máori

interests, broadcasters and others who can, in the opinion of

Te Mángai Páho, assist in the development of funding

policies.

Measurement Base

The measurement base adopted is that of historical cost

unless otherwise stated.

Accounting Policies

The following accounting policies which materially affect the

measurement of financial performance and financial position

have been applied:

Budget figures

The budget figures are those approved by the Board at the

beginning of the financial year.

The budget figures have been prepared in accordance

with generally accepted accounting practice and are

consistent with the accounting policies adopted by the Board

for the preparation of the financial statements.

Revenue

Revenue is received from an appropriation by the Crown, for

services to third parties and income from investments. Such

revenue is recognised as it falls due and is reported in the

financial period to which it relates.

Taxation

Income Tax

No income tax liability is incurred in respect of any

operations. Te Mángai Páho is exempt from income tax in

accordance with section 53 O of the Broadcasting

Amendment Act 1993.

Goods and Services Tax

The financial statements have been prepared on a GST

exclusive basis, except for accounts payable and receivable,

which are recorded on a GST inclusive basis.

Fringe Benefit Tax

Fringe Benefit Tax is payable on all fringe benefits.

Accounts Receivable

Accounts Receivable are valued at expected realisable value

after providing for doubtful and uncollectible debts.

Cash, Bank and Investments

Cash, Bank and Investments are recorded at cost.

Fixed Assets

All fixed assets are recorded at cost less depreciation to date.

Any write-down of an item to its recoverable amount is

recognised in the Statement of Financial Performance.

Depreciation

Depreciation is provided on a straightline basis on all fixed

assets, at a rate which will write off the cost of the assets

over their useful lives, with no residual value. The

depreciation rates of major classes of assets have been

estimated as follows:

Office Equipment 10 – 20%

Furniture & fittings  5 – 33%

Computer Equipment  25%

Leasehold Improvements 5.5 – 10%

Motor Vehicle  20%
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Treatment of the Allocation of Funds

Subject to the following conditions, the allocation of funds to

broadcasting projects is treated as expenditure in the year

the allocation is made.

Prior to the end of the financial year, the project must

have received Board approval and the funding applicant must

have received notice of approval in writing. In addition,

funding allocations that are date sensitive will be expensed in

the financial period to which they relate.

The resulting liability is reduced as the applicant is paid

according to the drawdown schedule specified in the

production contract.

Financial Instruments

Te Mángai Páho is party to financial instruments as part of its

normal operations. These financial instruments include bank

accounts, short term deposits, accounts receivable and

accounts payable. All financial instruments are recognised in

the statement of financial position and all revenue and

expenditure in relation to the financial instruments are

recognised in the statement of financial performance.

Employee Entitlements

Provision is made in respect of the liability of Te Mángai Páho

for annual leave. The annual leave has been calculated on an

actual entitlement basis at current rates of pay.

Leases

Finance Leases

Leases which effectively transfer to Te Mángai Páho

substantially all the risks and benefits incident to ownership

of the leased item are classified as finance leases. These

leases are capitalised at the lower of the fair value of the

asset or the present value of the minimum lease payments.

The leased assets and corresponding lease liabilities are

recognised in the statement of financial position. The leased

assets are depreciated over the period Te Mángai Páho is

expected to benefit from their use.

Operating Leases

Operating lease payments, where the lessor effectively

retains substantially all the risks and benefits of ownership of

the leased items, are charged as expenses in the periods in

which they are incurred.

Commitments

Future payments are disclosed as commitments at the point

when a contractual obligation arises, to the extent that they

are equally unperformed obligations. Commitments relating

to employment contracts are not disclosed.

Statement of Cashflows

Cash means cash balances on hand, held in bank accounts,

demand deposits and other highly liquid investments in

which Te Mángai Páho invests as part of its day-to-day cash

management.

Operating activities include all activities other than investing

and financing activities. The cash inflows include all receipts

from the sale of goods and services and other sources of

revenue that support the operating activities of Te Mángai

Páho. Cash outflows include payments made to employees,

suppliers and for taxes.

Investing activities are those activities relating to the

acquisition and disposal of non-current assets.

Financing activities comprise those activities relating to

changes in the equity of Te Mángai Páho.

Comparative Figures

To ensure consistency with the current year’s presentation,

comparative figures have been restated where appropriate.

Output Cost Statements

The Output Cost Statements, as reported in the Statement of

Objectives and Service Performance, report the total funding

allocations made for the radio and television outputs for the

year ended 30 June 2006.
