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Te reo leads to leadership role

Te Maumako August, the manager of Moana AM in 

Tauranga, says that it is thanks to her Máori language 

skills that she has been able to pursue a rewarding 

career in broadcasting. 

“I learnt te reo over twenty years ago. It took lots of 

perseverance but I read a lot and also raised my children 

with te reo Máori. There is no doubt that Máori language 

has enhanced their academic career paths too” says Te 

Maumako.

As well as being station manager, Te Maumako is also an 

active member of many community groups and the first 

woman to hold the position of Chair of Te Whakaruruhau 

o Ngá Reo Irirangi Máori – the network of 21 iwi radio 

stations funded by Te Mángai Páho. Te Maumako sees 

her role as maintaining and building the confidence of 

the industry in Te Whakaruruhau. “I’m a practitioner first 

and foremost and I understand the operational issues 

and fiscal responsibilities involved.” 

Moana AM first broadcast in 1991 and as well as local 

programming, the station broadcasts the popular 

midnight to dawn show, Tai Pari Tai Timu, which is taken 

up nationally by the majority of the other 20 iwi radio 

stations. “The Máori language content of the show is 

fantastic. Our koroua can converse in dialects from all 

over the country” says Te Maumako.

“I have been in iwi radio for 16 years and I truly believe it 

has had, and will continue to have, a significant part to 

play in revitalising Máori language in communities. Máori 

is being used everywhere and I have no doubts in my 

mind and in my heart of hearts that iwi radio has helped 

ensure our language will not die” says Te Maumako.

John Simpson, Board member and trustee of Te Mánuka 

Tútahi (Sun FM) in Whakatane began his broadcasting 

career in 1976 by doing weekend shifts on a local radio 

station in Kawerau. “There were no iwi radio stations 

back then and no te reo Máori” says John who began 

studying languages before taking up a career in IT. 

For John, IT landmarks for iwi radio have been the 

development of the Punga network distribution service 

in 2001; pioneering work in 2003 by iwi radio to set 

up live internet streaming of all iwi radio statons; and 

more recently the iwi radio upgrade which moves all 

stations into digital studio environments. “This will 

ensure a robust and secure future for Máori radio. It is 

an exciting time and the efforts of the Minister of Máori 

Affairs who has overseen all these developments must 

be acknowledged.”

Sun FM maintains a high commitment to Máori language 

and broadcasts eight hours of te reo each day covering 

many local events including kapa haka competitions, 

the Ahurei and the annual Christmas in the Park in 

Whakatane. 

The quality of te reo is monitored and measured for its 

local relevance to Ngáti Awa and Mataatua by the iwi 

licence holder, Te Rúnanga o Ngáti Awa. 

John learned te reo from his grandparents and parents. 

“Máori was my first language” says John who also 

speaks German, Japanese, French, Russian and Spanish.

John’s committment to iwi radio is based on his passion 

for te reo. He says “Iwi radio has three kaupapa: te reo, 

te reo, te reo. Máori broadcasting is about hearing te reo 

from the mountains and the rivers and into the home:

Reporting Entity

These are the financial statements of Te Mángai Páho,  

a Crown Entity established under the Broadcasting  

Act 1989.

These financial statements have been prepared  

in accordance with Section 41 of the Public Finance  

Act 1989.

The function of Te Mángai Páho is to promote the Máori 

language and Máori culture by making funds available 

for broadcasting and the production of programmes  

to be broadcast.

In the exercise of this function Te Mángai Páho will 

consult from time to time with representatives of Máori 

interests, broadcasters and others who can, in the 

opinion of Te Mángai Páho, assist in the development  

of funding policies.

Measurement Base

The measurement base adopted is that of historical cost 

unless otherwise stated.

Accounting Policies

The following accounting policies which materially affect 

the measurement of financial performance and financial 

position have been applied:

Budget figures

The budget figures are those approved by the Board at 

the beginning of the financial year.

The budget figures have been prepared in accordance 

with generally accepted accounting practice and are 

consistent with the accounting policies adopted by the 

Board for the preparation of the financial statements.

Revenue

Revenue is received from an appropriation by the 

Crown, for services to third parties and income from 

investments. Such revenue is recognised as it falls due 

and is reported in the financial period to which it relates.

Taxation

Income Tax

No income tax liability is incurred in respect of any 

operations. Te Mángai Páho is exempt from income tax 

in accordance with section 53 O of the Broadcasting 

Amendment Act 1993.

Statement of Accounting Policies 
for the year ended 30 June 2007

Goods and Services Tax

The financial statements have been prepared on a 

GST exclusive basis, except for accounts payable and 

receivable, which are recorded on a GST inclusive basis.

Fringe Benefit Tax

Fringe Benefit Tax is payable on all fringe benefits.

Accounts Receivable

Accounts Receivable are valued at expected realisable 

value after providing for doubtful and uncollectible debts.

Cash, Bank and Investments

Cash, Bank and Investments are recorded at cost.

Fixed Assets

All fixed assets are recorded at cost less depreciation 

to date. Any write-down of an item to its recoverable 

amount is recognised in the Statement of Financial 

Performance.

Depreciation

Depreciation is provided on a straightline basis on all 

fixed assets, at a rate which will write off the cost of the 

assets over their useful lives, with no residual value. The 

depreciation rates of major classes of assets have been 

estimated as follows:

Office Equipment	  10-20%

Furniture & fittings	  5-33%

Computer Equipment 	 25%

Leasehold Improvements	 5.5-10%

Motor Vehicle 	 20%

Treatment of the Allocation of Funds

Subject to the following conditions, the allocation of 

funds to broadcasting projects is treated as expenditure 

in the year the allocation is made.

Prior to the end of the financial year, the project must 

have received Board approval and the funding applicant 

must have received notice of approval in writing. In 

addition, funding allocations that are date sensitive will 

be expensed in the financial period to which they relate.

The resulting liability is reduced as the applicant is paid 

according to the drawdown schedule specified in the 

production contract.
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Financial Instruments

Te Mángai Páho is party to financial instruments as part 

of its normal operations. These financial instruments 

include bank accounts, short term deposits, accounts 

receivable and accounts payable. All financial 

instruments are recognised in the statement of financial 

position and all revenue and expenditure in relation to 

the financial instruments are recognised in the statement 

of financial performance.

Employee Entitlements

Provision is made in respect of the liability of Te Mángai 

Páho for annual leave. The annual leave has been 

calculated on an actual entitlement basis at current rates 

of pay.

Leases

Finance Leases

Leases which effectively transfer to Te Mángai Páho 

substantially all the risks and benefits incident to 

ownership of the leased item are classified as finance 

leases. These leases are capitalised at the lower of 

the fair value of the asset or the present value of the 

minimum lease payments. The leased assets and 

corresponding lease liabilities are recognised in the 

statement of financial position. The leased assets are 

depreciated over the period Te Mángai Páho is expected 

to benefit from their use.

Operating Leases

Operating lease payments, where the lessor effectively 

retains substantially all the risks and benefits of 

ownership of the leased items, are charged as expenses 

in the periods in which they are incurred.

Commitments

Future payments are disclosed as commitments at 

the point when a contractual obligation arises, to the 

extent that they are equally unperformed obligations. 

Commitments relating to employment contracts are not 

disclosed.

Statement of Cashflows

Cash means cash balances on hand, held in bank 

accounts, demand deposits and other highly liquid 

investments in which Te Mángai Páho invests as part of 

its day-to-day cash management.

Operating activities include all activities other than 

investing and financing activities. The cash inflows 

include all receipts from the sale of goods and services 

and other sources of revenue that support the operating 

activities of Te Mángai Páho. Cash outflows include 

payments made to employees, suppliers and for taxes.

Investing activities are those activities relating to the 

acquisition and disposal of non-current assets.

Financing activities comprise those activities relating to 

changes in the equity of Te Mängai Päho.

Comparative Figures

To ensure consistency with the current year’s 

presentation, comparative figures have been restated 

where appropriate.

Output Cost Statements

The Output Cost Statements, as reported in the 

Statement of Objectives and Service Performance, 

report the total funding allocations made for the radio 

and television outputs for the year ended 30 June 2007. 

They also report the costs of administrative activities 

undertaken by Te Mángai Páho.

Changes in Accounting Policies

There have been no changes in accounting policies since 

the date of the last audited financial statements.
